3. If the applicant is awarded a grant, the “Signature Page for Grant Application and Grant Agreement,”
signed by the above official, will become the applicant/grantee’s executed signature page for the Grant Agreement,
and the applicant/grantee will be bound by the Grant Agreement.

4. Any amendment to the Grant Agreement may be signed on behalf of the grantee by the official who, at the
time of signing of the amendment, has the title specified in paragraph 1 and the grantee will be bound by the
amendment.
